Sun, Shade, and Seasonality 
Choose plants that suit the light conditions of your garden. Plan for year-round interest by 

considering how your garden looks in every season. 

Containers and Color 
Use pots and planters to introduce color, flexibility, and seasonal variety into your garden 

design. 



Backdrops 
Every planting area benefits from a backdrop, such as a fence, wall, or trellis, to frame the 

space and highlight the plants.
